1. How important is Dylan Thomas for Swansea? 
2. When did you realise that Dylan Thomas was a major tourist attraction?

3. How many tourists do you attract every year? 

4. Where do these visitors come from?

5. Has there been an increase of interest in Dylan Thomas and Swansea?

6. How has the city council developed the places linked to Dylan Thomas over the years?

7. What particularly has been organised for the centenary year?

8. How do you intend to maintain interest beyond the centenary year? 

9. Do you have a favourite piece from Dylan’s work?

Discussion points:

1. Which facts in the interview were most interesting to you?

2. Has anyone in the class visited a town/city /area where literary tourism is important? 

How was the association with the literary figure developed (e.g. in the form of museum exhibitions, walking trails)?

Could literary tourism be developed in your area based on an association with a Welsh or English literary figure?

3. What advantages of literary tourism did Iwan Davies mention, compared to some other types of tourism?

Write up your notes in the form of a short newspaper article about the importance of the association with Dylan Thomas for tourism in Swansea.
